RED BARONS RC FLYING CLUB, INC. CONSTITUION
Revised April 28, 2007
ARTICLE I: NAME

Section 1  The name of this club is the Red Barons RC Flying Club

ARTICLE II: PURPOSE

Section 1   The objectives of this club, being non profit, shall to be to promote model building and operation In the                    Northern California area, and to aid, insofar as possible, the programs and activities of modeling of the Academy of Model Aeronautics, to look toward the continual advancement of modeling in all its phases.

Section 2    All special and local enterprises of the club shall conform to the polices of the Academy of  Model Aeronautics, and to the regulations of those organizations governing model contests
ARTICLE III: NEWSLETTERS

Section 1     A club newsletter, published monthly, is herby established as a permanent feature.

Section 2     Club officers, individually or collectively, may use columns, articles and notices in the news letter for official communication to the general membership
ARTICLE IV: MEMBERSHIP

Section 1     Club membership shall not be limited in the total number of possible members.

Section 2     A person’s race, religion, color, age or sex shall not be a deterrent to membership in this club

Section 3   The individual flying member shall be responsible of obtaining and keeping current AMA membership and appropriate FCC licenses for transmitting in the amateur radio bands.

Section 4    A new membership in the club shall be obtained by all of the following:

A.  Submission of  proper application form(s), initiation fees and dues to the membership chairman.

B. Evidence of compliance with the AMA regarding membership in sanctioned clubs: i.e., insurability, conduct and club rules.

C. Evidence of compliance with FCC regulations regarding amateur radio frequency use.

Section 5    Renewal of membership in the club shall be subject to the following conditions: 

A. Every flying member will provide evidence of current AMA membership.

B. Annual club dues in the proper amount shall be paid to the club into the club treasury.
C. A current member shall accomplish renewal by December 31 may be reinstated by the procedures outlined in the dues section , item 4 of the club bylaws.
Section 6   Types of membership shall be defined as follows:

A. Flying Member.

A  Flying member is defined as one who is in compliance with Article IV of the Constitution including, but not limited to a current AMA license and (f applicable) FCC license and has paid the full fees and dues. A flying member shall be entitled to participate in the ordinary flying activities of the club and shall be entitled to one (1) vote in club elections and one (1) vote on motions brought before the general membership.

B . Non flying member
A non flying member is one who has paid all applicable fees and dues as defined in Article 1V of the Constitution, but does not possess a valid AMA License . NON FLYING MEMBERS ARE NOT ENTIITLED TO VOTE.

Section 7   Suspension, Expulsion, Termination of Membership

This section provides for enforcement of rules relating to a member’s behavior conduct and performance at  club meetings, any club event or function and to adherence of club safety rules at the flying field. A Member may be suspended, expelled or excluded from membership by a (2/3) majority vote of members at a general meeting, if, in the Board of Directors determination, such individual willfully commits any act of omission listed below;

1) Non payment of any fees, periodic dues or assessments.

2) For conduct, behavior of activity deemed inimical to the best interest of the “Red Barons Club, the AMA and/or to model aviation.
3) For conduct, behavior or activity which is a violation of the Red Barons or AMA rules and/or policies, or for willful disruption, interference or prevention of the normal flow of business at club meetings. It doesn’t  matter whether the unacceptable behavior or conduct takes place at the flying field, general meeting or any Red Baron’s event or function.
The board of directors shall be the sole judge of what constitutes a violation as well as the sufficiency of the evidence to warrant suspension, expulsion or termination. 
The board of directors shall give the member who is the subject of any proposed action a notice sent by prepaid, first class or registered mail, setting forth the reasons for the proposed disciplinary action. If a violation occurs during a club meeting, the meeting chairperson will verbally warn the member at the time of the violation, and the warning will follow-up by written confirmation. Such notice shall be given at least fifteen (15) days prior to the effective date of the proposed expulsion, suspension or termination. The member shall be given an opportunity to be heard either orally or in writing at a hearing to be held not less the five (5) Days prior to the date of the proposed action. The hearing will be before a special committee appointed by the President. Notice to the member of the proposed action shall state the date, time and pace of the hearing. Following the hearing the special committee shall decide the nature of the extent of the disciplinary action and the committee’s decision shall be final. A suspended member shall not be entitled to any voting rights during the period of suspension. An expelled or terminated member shall cease to be a member on the effective date of expulsion or termination. Any member who is expelled, may apply for new membership only upon approval of two thirds (2/3) of the Board of Directors and two thirds (2/3) of the voting Membership in attendance at a club meeting. The Red Barons Board of Directors and two thirds (2/3) majority vote of the general membership at a regular meeting shall have the authority to provide for and to impose disciplinary action for such acts or omissions described in sections above which do not justify expulsion from membership.

ARTICLE  V: DUES AND FEES

Section 1.  Club dues for each coming year shall be decided by the executive Board. This decision shall be subject to ratification by the majority of the voting members present at the general membership meeting two  meetings prior to the renewal year.
Section 2.  No special assessments shall be levied upon the membership at any time, except by vote at a general       membership meeting, and then upon the vote of 2/3rd  or more of all voting members present. Any proposed assessments(s)  must be presented to the membership by publication in the club newsletter prior to the call of membership vote.

Section 3.  There shall be no refund of dues or monies paid unless there are extenuating circumstances first approved by the executive Board and then by a vote of  2/3rd  of the members present at a club meeting. 

Section 4.  The fiscal year will be January 1st. through December 31st. Membership dues/fees must be paid on or before December 31st. and are considered delinquent thereafter.

Section  5.  At the recommendation of the executive board and by approval of 2/3rd  vote of the majority of members at a general meeting the amount of dues or initiation fees can be changed or modified on a temporary basis to solicit new members or for other temporary business necessities.

ARTICLE VI:  CLUB OFFICERS
Section 1.  The officers of the club shall be:

A. President: A Member in good standing who shall be elected by a majority vote at a general membership meeting. He/ She shall act as spokesman for the club in all matters. The President will preside over the general and executive Board meetings, and make other such appointments and committee assignments as necessary.

B. Vice President: A member in good standing who shall be elected by a majority vote at a genera membership meeting. The vice president will preside over general membership and executive Board Meetings in the absence of the President. 

C. Secretary: A Member In good standing who shall be elected by a majority vote at a general membership meeting. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings. He shall provide, at the expense of the club, an official minutes book for this purpose., He shell maintain a copy of Constitution and By Laws. The Secretary shall be responsible for providing AMA with all necessary cub documents and roster information. The Secretary shall also be responsible for providing documentation to the State of California, as well as any other government agency, as required by law.

D. Treasurer: A Member in good standing who shall be elected by a majority vote at a general membership meeting. The Treasurer shall collect all the monies due and shall keep a record of monies received and monies disbursed by the club. The Treasure shall maintain current roster funds when entering and leaving office.  

E. Safety Officer (Member at Large): A member in good standing who shall be elected by a majority vote at a general membership meeting. The Safety Officer’s primary function shall be the responsibility for enforcement of safety rules at the flying field.
Section 2.   The executive Board shall be comprised of the officers described in Article v1. Section 1 and the previous year President.
Section 3.   The executive Board has the authority to approve expenditures up to $350. Per occurrence without a vote of the general membership.

Article VII:  ELECTIONS
Section 1.   All officers shall be elected individually by secret ballot.

Section 2.  Any proposed election must be presented to the membership by publication in the club Newsletter prior to the call of membership vote.
Article VIII:  TERMS OF OFFICE

Section 1.  Each officer of the club shall serve for one year from the date of assuming his office.

Section 2. The selection of the officers shall be held annually during the October meeting with installation of the new officers at the November meeting.

Section 3. A vacancy in any office shall be filled by appointment by the executive Board. The appointee shall serve the remainder of the term to which the predecessor was elected.

Article IX: NOMINATION TO OFFICE

Section 1. At the August meeting the President shall appoint a nominating committee. This Committee shall nominate candidates for the offices of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Safety Officer. The nominations shall be presented to the membership at the September meeting. 
Section 2. After the nominating committee proposes its candidates to the membership at a general meeting, nominations from the floor will be entertained.

Section 3. Any Person(s) who is in position to gain financially if they become an officer of the Red Barons will be considered as having a conflict of interest and therefore not eligible to run or hold office.
ARTICLE X: MEETINGS

Section 1. Regular Club meetings  shall be held monthly on a day to be determined by the executive Board. The day of the meeting shall be subject to membership approval.

Section 2. Special meetings may be called as deemed necessary by the officers of the club.

Section 3. The executive Board shall meet monthly to conduct club business.

Section 4. Club flying functions shall be held with the dates ad places subject to approval by the membership.
Section 5. All Meetings will be conducted according to the Roberts Rules of Order.

Section 6. There will be a minimum of 25 club a 4 board members present at any general or special meeting open to the entire membership in order to conduct club business. This will be considered a quorum. The number of members required for a quorum can change annually by recommendation of the executive Board to coincide with the Total number of members joining or renewing their membership. Any change must be approval by 2/3 vote of the members present at a general meeting.

ARTICLE XI:  SPECIAL FUNDS
Section 1. The Treasurer of the club is authorized to receive contributions or specially obtained funds to be applied to the club treasure from any individual or institution.

Section 2. Any and all funds received shall be applied to the Treasury by the Treasurer.

Section 3. Accounts Payable funds shall be disbursed with the proper documents containing 2 signatures of the elected members of the executive Board. 
ARTICLE XII: COMMITTEES AND COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

Section 1.  A committee and committee chairman may be appointed by the President or officer action on his behalf       for each club function.

Section 2.  The following committee chairpersons will be appointed each year to facilitate in the successful operation of the club.

A.  Newsletter Editor.  The individual will be responsible for the production and distribution of a monthly newsletter.
B.  Membership Chairman:. This individual will be responsible for receiving dues and fees from new and renewing members, confirm AMA fee payment by each applicant and provide membership cards or badges. The Membership Chairman will forward all monies to and provide the Treasure with  a current roster of paid members as well as providing the Secretary with the same roster for forwarding to the AMA.
C. Field Chairman:  This individual  will oversee the construction and maintenance of activities at the club flying site.

D. Head Instructor: this individual will oversee the safe operation of the flight instruction program.

E.  Events Director:  This individual will coordinate all club flying events relative to scheduling food concessions and AMA  documentation.
F.  Sergeant at Arms: This individual will be responsible for maintaining order at club meetings, events or functions at the request of the president.

ARTICLE XIII : LIFE MEMBERS
A lifetime member is one who is recommended and approved by the executive board with approval of 2/3 votes at a general meeting to “Life Membership Status” in  the club.  To qualify for lifetime membership status, a current member must make substantial contributions to the club.  Examples of substantial contributions would be donations of $5,000.00 or more or performing duties that greatly benefit the club and are considered well beyond those of a typical member.  Since defining such duties is subjective, any and all occurrences will be considered and voted upon on a case by case basis.  Such a person may be a member by meeting all of the qualifications, except for the payment of club dues.  Such a member pays no annual dues. They are entitled to one (1) vote on office club elections and one (1) vote on motions brought before the general membership.  A life member will be responsible for payin any club assessment fees if such is deemed necessary by the executive board and approved by 2/3 vote of the members present at a general meeting. Current lifetime members include Jim Hatfield, Art Holder, Steve  Hom, David E. Long, Bruce Hom, Fred Price, Bill Remner, John Sorenson and Nate Watts.

ARTICLE XIV: IRREVOCABLE DEDICATION CLAUSE

SECTION 1. All property of this corporation is irrevocably dedicated to the recreational purposes and no part of the   net income or assets of this corporation shall ever inure to the benefit of any director , officer ore member thereof or to the benefit of any private person.  Upon the dissolution r winding up of the corporation, its assets remaining after payment of debts and liabilities of this corporation shall be distributed to a nonprofit fund, foundation, or corporation which is organized and operated exclusively for charitable purposes and which has established its tax exempt status under Section 503 (C) (7) of the Internal Revenue Code.   The choice of nonprofit fund will be by 2/3 vote of the remaining members present at a general meeting.
